FILM REVIEW THE SOLOIST
BOTH Jamie Foxx and Robert 
Downey Jr could well be nominated 
for Oscars for this marvellous piece 
of unassuming cinema, not to men-
tion the director, Joe Wright, who 
has managed to produce something 
utterly devoid of the tear-jerking 

The Soloist.
Based on a true story, penned by 

Downey Jr’s character, Steve Lopez, 
an LA Times columnist, it tells the 
story of Lopez’s efforts to take schiz-
ophrenic drop-out Nathaniel Anthony 
Ayers off the streets towards a place 

with his musical ability. 
There are, of course, many feel-

good moments, but barring a few 
that seem too obvious to miss out 
on, they feel neither contrived, nor 

sickly. This isn’t The Pursuit Of Hap-
pyness
unconventional avenues and back 
ways of the rich/poor divide. 

Being directed by someone very 
much on the outside of the LA 
homeless scene, namely the British 
director of Atonement, Wright helps 
to keep a detached viewpoint. 

Set against the musical backdrop 
-

ing from an almost universally high 
standard of acting across the cast 
list, this is a story of triumph and 
impediment in equal measure.
It doesn’t fall into the tear-jerker 
trap, but still remains emotional 
enough to make the whole thing 
worthwhile, regardless of whether 
the premise initially appeals or not.
